Wearable technology, or “wearables”, is the name for the type of electronic devices we can
wear as accessories, implanted in our clothing or even in our body. Wearables are hands-
free gadgets with microprocessors and a connection to the internet.

Wearables have existed for hundreds of years. Pocket watches, which later became
wristwatches, or glasses were some of the first examples in the history of wearable
technology. People wear  (72)  to have a more comfortable life. Glasses help you see,
and watches give you helpful information. But modern wearable devices are more
complicated.

For example, you can hug someone from
miles away with a smart jacket! You can also buy smart jewelry. These rings and necklaces
can change color to match clothes or make-up, or they can send the police an alert if you
are in danger.
